ALL P.A. EXHIBITION RULES WILL APPLY WHERE APPLICABLE.
Cloverbuds- 6-8 years of age on or before December 31, 2009
Junior - 9-12 years of age on or before December 31, 2009.
Intermediate - 13-15 years of age on or before December 31, 2009.
Senior - 16-21 years of age on or before December 31, 2009.
ENTRANTS MAY USE ONE HORSE ONLY. EXCEPT FOR THE YOUNG HORSE PROJECT CLASS.
No stallions allowed in the 4-H classes.
Each 4-H rider must own or have possesion of horse at least 4 months prior to date of show
and it must be a horse which has been used in 4-H Club work. In the case the horse can not be
shown on account of injury or illness, another eligible horse may be used. Club Leader to
certify that a substitution was necessary.

Parade of Clubs and Musical Ride classes are open to club members only.

ENTRY MUST BE MADE ON 4-H LIGHT HORSE ENTRY FORM OR ENTRY WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
ONLY CLUB LEADERS CAN MAKE ENTRIES FOR CLUB CLASSES. ALL CLUB LEADERS WILL BE
RECEIVING ENTRY FORMS FOR CLUB CLASSES, PARADE OF CLUBS AND SPECIAL EVENTS.

ALL LEADERS MUST MAKE THE ENTRY FOR THE FOLLOWING CLASSES:

H5, H6, H7, H8-A/B/C.

Waiver must be signed by Parent or Guardian for ages 6- 17 years of age, in order for
competitor to ride in classes.

Each exhibitor will receive an entry number. No exhibitor shall be permitted to show without
anumber. Any error made due to an exhibitor wearing a wrong number will cancel points
credited and prize money to that exhibitor in that class. Numbers must be clearly visible.

All horses having completed 4-H events and not entered into any other classes must vacate
barns following the end of the 4-H show.

Any sponsors of awards or prize money will not be allowed to judge in that class to avoid
possible conflict of interest. Judges will be chosen by the Light Horse Committee.

All registered members of participating 4-H Light Horse Clubs will be required to purchase
gate passes at time of entry. Each exhibitor may purchase up to 3 passes at $10.00 per adult or
$5.00 per child (12 yrs and under). These passes are good only for the days exhibiting. Two
vehicle passes per exhibiting family will be available upon request for 4-H show days only.
All other passes must be purchased at regular gate prices. MAKE SURE TO ORDER PASSES
WITH ENTRY.

4-H entries are subject to stalling fee of $5.00/day on 4-H days for bedding provided on the
grounds. Following the show, all stalls must be left clean.

4-H members, parents and leaders please be reminded that Trailer Park applications are
accepted on a first come, first paid, first reserved basis. The P.A.E.X can not guarantee
trailer spots.

All complaints that are given in writing will be accepted and acknowledged (see General
Exhibition Rules # 27).

Club uniforms must be worn for all 4-H classes. Other jeans may be worn for classes H10-
A/B/C, H19-A/B/C. No chaps allowed in Bareback Equitation except at Show Committee
discretion.

Only 4-H members enrolled in the Young horse project may exhibitor their animal in the
young horse showmanship class.

AS PER SHF RULES, ALL MEMBERS 18 & UNDER MUST WEAR HELMETS IN ALL
RIDING CLASSES.
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Cloverbud Exhibitors may only walk and/or jog during the hat race. Loping will disquailify
the Exhibitor.

Each club must bring enough door prizes for each of their own members entered in the
show. Prizes to be given to the show trailer prior to Wednesday at noon.

ADULTS or NON 4-H MEMBERS will not be allowed to physically prepare or groom 4-H
project animals for the show ring ( #12 livestock show rules, Sask 4-H)

At least one leader, project leader must be available at the show ring during the 4-H show.
Horses under the age of 5 can be ridden with a snaffle bit. If exhibitor rides in a shank bit, one
hand must be used. Cloverbuds and Juniors may ride with 2 hands regardless of bit type.
Gymkhana rules on Page 23 also apply to 4-H section and musical boxes.

Two people from separate clubs are responsible for timing speed events. The Judge to also
take down speed event times.

Any rider who dismounts during the Musical Boxes is automatically disqualified from that
class.

Last three riders in Musical Boxes have a run-off.

No grooming in alleyways.

Morning clean-up of stalls and barns must be completed by 7:00am.

A. Senior Exhibitors are 18 years of age and over. (see article A244 C.E.F. regulations)

Junior ‘A’ Exhibitors are 15 to 17 years of age as of Jan 15t/2010.

Junior ‘B” Exhibitors are 12 to 14 years of age as of Jan 1st/2010.

Junior ‘C” Exhibitors are 11 and under as of Jan 1st/ 2010.

Pee Wee Exhibitors are 9 years of age and under as of Jan 1st/ 2010.

One horse can only have one rider excluding PeeWee, Jack Benny and Family Class. The
names of the horse and exhibitor must be given for each class. No substitutions.

Entries must be made in writing by the owner or his agent (who shall sign as agent and give the
name of the owner) accompanied by the necessary fees. Prize money will be paid to the person
whose name appears on the entry form as the exhibitor.

D. Entry fees must be paid prior to entering classes.

LiIGHT HORSE RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.

The show will be held under the rules of EQUINE CANADA and the P.A. Exhibition Association.
The Light Horse Committee reserves the right to decide on any point not covered by the rules and
to correct any error or make necessary alteration in the rules, prize list or program. Notice of 24
hrs if possible will be given to all exhibitors in the event of a change in program, such alterations
to be posted on the bulletin board. The onus will be on the exhibitor to familiarize himself or
herself with such changes.

Any exhibitor who delays the judging by reason of his failure to produce his animals in the ring
when their class is called may, at the discretion of the Holding Ring Attendant, be refused
admission to the show ring and may forfeit his right to show such animals for a prize.

Any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the Officials, Volunteers, or Staff on the part of the
owner, groom or exhibitor may disqualify a horse from adjudication as decided by the Show
Committee.

In making entry the owner assumes all liability on account of accidents to either horse or
exhibitor and releases the Prince Albert Exhibition Association from all responsibilities.

All stock exhibitors will be required to have gate admission passes which must be ordered when
making your entries. PASSES MUST BE PRESENTED AT THE GATE OR YOU WILL BE
CHARGED REGULAR GATE ADMISSIONS. One vehicle pass will be supplied at no charge for
each exhibitor.

All complaints that are given in writing will be accepted and acknowledged. (see General
Exhibition Rules #28).

No person other than the Officials, Ringmaster and Attendants on duty and the Judge of the class
may enter the show ring without permission of Light Horse Committee.
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Exhibitors cancelling their entries for whatever reasons after the official closing date shall forfeit
their fees. On Certification of disability from a qualified veterinarian being received in the
Prince Albert exhibition office before 6:00pm on the final day of classes, entry fees only shall be
returned.

A veterinarian must clear any horse on the grounds found to be sick or coughing in order

for it to stay on the premises. Any costs incurred will be the responsibility of the owner.
(Competitors please use discretion when bringing in horses).

Stallions will not be allowed in any classes unless exhibitor or handler is at least 18 years

old at the time of the show. Stallions may not be ridden or handled by Juniors.

All Junior Horse Classes may be asked to supply proof of age, copy of registration certificate or
Veterinarian documents.

Definition of Horse and Pony. For the purpose of this show a horse is over 14.2 hands. A pony is

14.2 hands and under. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have a certification of height of
horse in any classes where height is a condition.

TACK STALLS WILL BE DESIGNATED IF ENTRIES PERMIT. NO GROOMING OF HORSES IN AISLES. HORSES
WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN ANY AREA OF THE TRAILER PARK. BARNS MUST BE KEPT CLEAN AT ALL TIMES
DURING THE FAIR. STALLS MUST BE LEFT IN CLEAN CONDITION WHEN CLASSES ARE FINISHED. STALL
CLEANING TO BE DONE BY 7:00 A.M. SO ALL MANURE REMOVAL IS COMPLETED BEFORE SPECTATOR
ARRIVAL.

Elimination judging may take place in classes where there are more than 20 entries. The Light
Horse Committee will determine the classes which will require elimination judging in compliance
with the rules.

In case of any animal being disqualified, the winner of the next succeeding prize awarded to the
disqualified animal and the other prizes shall be adjusted accordingly.

No exhibitor shall be permitted to show without a number. Any error made due to an exhibitor
wearing a wrong number will cancel points credited and prize money to that exhibitor in that
class. Numbers must be clearly visible.

An official program will be issued giving the hours of judging, etc. and this program will be
adhered to as closely as possible. The Light Horse Committee reserves the right to make such
changes as they deem necessary. POST ENTRIES WILL NOT BE PRINTED IN THE PROGRAM.

All horses must be stabled in the barn from the hours of 11:00pm to 5:00am unless permission
is granted from committee members.

Points for championship ribbons will be computed from placing as follows: 1st Place 8 5
points, 2nd Place - 4 points, 34 Place - 3 points, 4th Place - 2 Points.

horse. Junior horse five years and under may be ridden with two hands if snaffle or Bosal is used.
Peewee exhibitors may use two hand when riding in a shank/curb bit.
